Museum. I have volunteered to be at a lathe for a two-hour stint as part of our program. We generally have around

Woodturning has the ability to convey things such as 
communicating an idea or developing a better set of critical 
thinking skills. Women in Turning seeks to provide a voice for 
women in this medium. Many people view woodturning as 
sequence of steps but turning can actually be an art form. 
 
Woodturning is like any other form of art: it has a set of 
techniques and motifs you can use to create a message greater

a strictly utilitarian process but turning has a deep language that 
helps to express ideas. The type of wood, the forms, the cuts, 
the tools, the finish are all part of the turning language. These 
can be intentionally arranged by a person to create a piece, thus 
becoming a communication medium. 
 
There are a variety of cutting techniques and the ones you 
prefer will be the ones that best tell your story. When I teach students, I arm them with a variety of cuts and 
tools to make them successful at the lathe. I encourage people to learn from a variety of sources and adopt 
techniques that work for them. This diversity of preferences is what makes turning such a broad and colorful 
trade. 
 
Beyond cuts is how the creative process of a turned piece allows us to speak to other people. The language of 
turning lets us convey different ideas. A smooth surface says something different than a jagged form. A piece 
of highly figured wood says a different thing than a clear piece of elm. An oil finish says something different
